BE IT ENACTED by the Assembly of the Denali Borough, Alaska that; 
 
Section 1.  Classification. This ordinance is a non-code ordinance. 
 
Section 2.  Purpose.  The purpose of this ordinance is to appropriate $25,000 to 
the Denali Borough Trail-Ways Committee for the purpose of research, planning, 
scoping and steering the construction of trails and pathways paralleling borough 
roads to enhance safety in transportation and recreation for visitors and 
residents alike, within the Denali Borough. 
 
Section 3. Finance. An appropriation of $25,000 will be allocated through a 
budget amendment line item in the FY2010 budget.  
 
Section 4. Effective Date.  This ordinance becomes effective upon adoption of 
the Denali Borough Assembly and signature of the Denali Borough Mayor.
