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John MINER MOVED to suspend the rules and take up item 7.a. under New Business. Rick
WEIBEL seconded. The VOTE to suspend the rules of business PASSED unanimously.

7a) New Business
a) Request for easement across borough land [Slate Creek]
The Presiding Officer invited the Borough Planner to provide an update on developments.
Drew Simmons stated that he was asked to walk the area to explore potential access routes
by two parties, Ms. Speer, who requested the easement, and Mr. Guggisberg, a
neighboring landowner.

1. Ms. Speer proposes an access route to her state remote parcel that begins at an
already established access point from the highway. The route avoids the “closed”
archaeological site, utilizes public easements along the southern boundaries of the
Scheldt and Stiver properties, crosses approximately 1000’ of borough property, and
ends at the northeast corner of her parcel. This route would roughly parallel and lay
to the north of a waterway. It is estimated to be approximately one mile in length.

2. Mr. Guggisberg proposed a route for gaining access to state remote parcels. The
starting-off point was not defined, but the premise is that access off the highway
would be north of Panguingue Creek either using a constructed right-of-way
[Elmore] or putting in a new one. The map illustrates this route would follow public
easements south along the boundary between parcels owned by the Denali Borough
and LaChapelle. It then tracks west along the boundary between Stiver and Elmore
properties. Here the line on the map ceases. The alternate route could travel south
along a section line or follow the public easement along the Stiver's westerri
boundary. It would then cross approximately 1000’ of borough property to the
northeastern corner of Speer’s remote parcel.

John MINER voiced concern as to whether the Planning Commission could grant an
easement across the borough’s parcel as there is no management plan for the property.
Jim ANDERSON responded that the commission had granted at least one easement [utility]
without a management plan. The PRESIDING OFFICER invited the principles present to
provide additional information to the commission.

Tim Venechuk, representative for Ms. Speer, stated that he has done a number of surveys
for remote parcel owners in the area. He has used the north bank of the waterway for
accese and suggested a cut-and-fill 12-16-foot roaiway would suffice. Venechuk
mentioned that the Stiver's are for access while Scheldt is opposed.

Mr. Venechuk responded to questions. The following topics were broached during
discussion:
e The property south of the closed area, from the highway to the northwest cerner of
the Vliah/Guggisberg parcel, is owned by the state.
e To cross state land, DNR requires a permit for an easement and charges a fee for
the right to construct. The cost to file for a public access permit is $100.
Ms. Speer’s proposed easement will be public.
Ms. Speer is presently working with DNR and the Corps of Engineers to obtain
necessary permits.

¢ In addition to the 1000-foot stretch across borough property, there might be other
areas along the Stiver and Scheldt parcels, where encroachment onto borough land
occurs.

e Concern was voiced as to the safety issues involved with access to the highway in
the prescribed location.

e Since Scheldt’'s boundary butts up to the waterway, it has a 50-foot easement;
Stiver's property stops at the embankment and has a 25-foot easement.

e The request is for a minimum 50-foot easement across borough land.

o With an eye to the future, minimum roadbed should be planned for 22-foot wide.

e The party requires assurance from the borough that an access easement will be
granted before moving forward with plans.

e Some form of paperwork, a letter of intent or a resolution, should be required in
order to approve the potential access. Mr. Venechuk offered that the party could
submit a formal request asking for the easement.

e DNR supplied the borough with a letter of non-objection to an issuance of an
easement.

e Steve JONES provided personal experience with building an access road in Alaska.
He provided DNR with a map, much like the one before the commission, with a
sketch of a proposed route. He produced an as-built survey after the road was built.
In his assessment, the information provided by Ms. Speer and her representative is
enough to start the process. How much borough land will be used will be
determined once the route is built and surveyed.

e Concern was voiced if approving this easement would set a precedent for others to
come to the borough requesting easements across borough land.

e There was no paperwork required by the borough to request an easement.

Mr. Guggisberg stated that he had no objection to the proposed easement to Ms. Speer's
property. He referenced the route that he walked with the planner and noted that the intent
of proposing it was to offer an access route that would best serve the borough and the
remote parcel owners. The alternate route focuses on using existing easements. He
promoted long-term planning for access. There are 164 acres of privately owned land in
addition to borough land in the Slate Creek area. Some properties will inevitably be
subdivided and sold. Good, wide access is a positive goal especially considering access for
emergency vehicles and allowance for two-way traffic.

Mr. Guggisberg, who constructed the right-of-way off the highway to his remote parcel,
explained that in addition to the DNR permit he was required to obtain a permit from the
Department of Transportation and Public Facilities [DOT] for access from the highway. The
DOT residential permit is currently approved for four residences. Any more traffic than that
would require different access specifications. Mr. Guggisberg acknowledged that his
access is not in the safest location. If this access were to service the 164 acres of private
land, there would be serious concern for safety in the long-term.

Wayne LaChapelle, Healy resident and neighboring parcel owner, stated that he is not
opposed to the granting of access to Ms. Speer’s parcel or other parcels in the area.

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LaChapelle noted that access to his property would be difficult to achieve due to the
presence of a steep bluff to the east, but would be enhanced if Ms. Speer’s road were built.
He noted that many of the large remote parcels will likely be subdivided overtime and with
the borough owning a large portion of land, planning is important.

Jim ANDERSON noted this issue, access to remote state parcels, presenily before the
commission is affecting people across the state and there is a lesson to be iearned. He
emphasized that the next time DNR comes to the Planning Commission with a proposed
land disposal the commission insist that DNR have legal and physically feasibie access
available to those sites.

Steve JONES mentioned that John EImore successfully constructed access up the steep
bluff. Although reenacting that scenario may not be attractive, upgrading the Elmore
driveway and connecting to the easements to the south provides an alternate access option.
JONES requested a response from Elmore. Mr. Elmore indicated tha! constructinig his
driveway was a lot of work and cost a lot of money. He indicated much of the ground is
swamp and every bit of road material needs to be hauled in.

Steve JONES MOVED to have the commission produce a letter of non-objection for the
proposed easement, which will accommodate a 22-foot roadbed, and require an as-built
survey to show how much and where borough land is affected before the commission gives
final approval on the easement. Rick WEIBEL seconded the motion for the purpozes of
discussion.

John MINER stated that there is potentially an issue with the DOT permit for the driveway
accessing the highway. He cautioned against allowing the developmarit of “a spaghetti of
roads” throughout the area. If the proposed easement is granted, it should be wide enough
for at least a 2-lane road even if it encroaches onto borough land.

Sid MICHAELS requested that the motion delineate where the proposed easement ctaris
and stops. Steve JONES agreed and added the following language to the motion: the
proposed easement begins where it leaves state and enters borough land and ends at the
northeast corner of the Speer property.

Rick WEIBEL stated that the motion asked the commission to approve the propesed
easement and queried whether the next time the body would see it would be as an “as
built"? Steve JONES repiied in the affirmative. WEIBEL askead for confirmation that ine
body would not have a second opportunity to review the details of the easement. Sleve
JONES confirmed and stated that as iong as the easement stayed within the geneial
iocation of the green line on the map the commission would provide a letter of non-
objection.

Rick WEIBEL stated that he agreed with MICHAELS that some more specifics on where the
easement would be placed were nzeded in tha motion. WEIBEL asserted that there is no
ordinance/mechanism to guide the commissicn on this decision and voiced concern that
there may be repercussions.

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Discussion ensued on whether the easement is a land disposal, negated, as there would be
no change in ownership of the property, or a conditional use, which allows for the
construction and use of the easement. Further queries attempted to identify whether the
borough could stipulate the excellence of the road as a condition of use. The motion gives
permission to build a road, but the easement requested with the as built should
accommodate a 22-foot roadbed; the commission is not requiring that any road be built.

Presiding Officer ANDERSON asked for a reiteration of the motion. The clerk replied with
the following language:

The Planning Commission will produce a letter of non-objection for the proposed easement,
which will accommodate up to a 22-foot roadbed while not exceeding 50-feet in width,
across borough land. And the easement is to begin after leaving state land and extend
west to the northeast corner of Ms. Speer’s property. And an as-built survey is required to
show how much and where borough land was affected.

When asked, Tim Venechuk indicated that these stipulations were reasonable.

The ROLL CALL VOTE on the motion had Steve JONES, John MINER, Rick WEIBEL, and
Jim ANDERSON voting YEA and Sid MICHAELS voting NAY. The motion PASSED 4-1.

Presiding Officer ANDERSON declared a resumption of business.

The mayor shared some of his perceptions gained from a recent trip to Juneau: the legislators
appear somewhat distracted in that 59 of the 60 will have to run for reelection this November;
land and infrastructure issues are not a major focus; some bills being introduced appear more
intent on garnering media attention than doing the people’s business; there is a lot of talk about
state departments experiencing budget cuts due to expected declines in revenue from the
federal government; the Alaska Department of Transportation and Public Facilities receives a lot
of federal dollars and may be particularly impacted by cutbacks; the governor has eliminated
many state jobs with an across the board cut of any positions that were vacant for over eight
months. The mayor anticipates that the borough will be impacted by unfilled/eliminated state
jobs and reduced department budgets.

The design of the Susitna Dam project has been modified to increase the height of the dam
15 feet. This will increase the area to be flooded, from approximately 24 miles to 36 miles,
which will extend the impacted area into the Denali Borough.

A number of legislators commented on the plight of the Denali Borough when it comes to
redistricting noting that the borough has gotten shoehorned around from being connected
to the city of North Pole then to West Fairbanks and now to western Alaska.

Representative Stoltz is working to refine the law that allows the Board of the Alaska
Railroad to release nonessential railroad property. There is some talk of instituting a petition
system so that citizens could propose the transfer of nonessential railroad lands. The board
would be required to address these requests.

The borough assembly opted to oppose the spraying of herbicides by the Alaska Railroad in
the Denali Borough. A letter has been sent to the Alaska Department of Environmental
Conservation conveying that sentiment in regards to the proposed spraying from Clear Air
Force Base to Fairbanks.

e  Mr. Mercer signed his one-year temporary use permit.

e  Mr. Wait, from the Department of Natural Resources, contacted the borough asking for information
on the Speer easement. As part of her agreement to gain an easement across state land, Ms. Speer
was required to put up a bond. Although the bond has not been secured, Ms. Speer has cleared the
easement from the highway to the borough’s property boundary and has not yet begun clearing
borough-owned land.

Hello Denali Borough,

| would appreciate your review and feedback regarding my situation, as explained below. | had
understood that Shirley Speer obtained permission to build a trail originally. It is now a very wide
trail or a road, rapidly filling up with junk along the sides.

| staked a remote parcel at Slate Creek in 1985. | always thought | would build a cabin on it
someday. | lived in Fairbanks for 8 years, but had friends in Healy and spent much of my spare time
there. So, it seemed a logical'place to have a cabin and perhaps live someday. Access was a
problem, but | knew | could put in a snowmachine trail. In 2007 | hauled material and built the first
part of a deck for a wall tent with enough wood for a 12x16 foot foundation.

| found out Shirley Speer was building a trail up there with a cat and had received permission from
the borough. My wife and | gave her $500 toward trail development as | knew we would be using it
and did not want to use someone else's road without helping out on the cost. We were going to
pay another $500 if she stayed below the bench, where we had identified our best cabin site and
built the wall tent platform. The road went up on the bench and down our property line, but she
encroached 70 feet right inside of our property at one of my survey markers and cut trees on the
far side of the road there also. |thought a trail was only allowed to be 6 foot wide; this was quite
wider with trees cut much further off the road than was necessary.

The road was also scraped directly over a permafrost layer. This quickly eroded so much that you
could not even get a 4 wheeler up it. | saw that a new trail was being used parallel to that area to
get above it. Shirley also cut at least one tree on my property at least 200 feet inside the property
line and used that as a snowmachine and 4 wheeler trail. The original road has been bladed again,
so | hope she is back to using that. However, | am sure it is a muddy mess with all the rains the area
has been getting.

There is a large mess of desks, chairs and other camp-type material piling up on the side of the road
now. Itis not covered and is only going to deteriorate. | have attached a few photos. One shows
windows stacked up next to the road. The other shows the pile of office-type furniture.





I do see the logic of being able to store some things that will eventually be used in a cabin, but this
has gone far beyond that. If | had known how wide the road was going to be, how unusable it was
going to be once the spring runoff washed the gravel and dirt off again, and how it is currently
being used as a dumping ground, | would have asked that it not be granted.

| would hope that the Denali Borough has some sort of ordinance that forbids dumping things along
a road. This roadway was granted by the borough and the dumping on this roadway is not even
close to the homeowner's property. If the scattered items were moved to the homeowner's
property in a reasonable amount of time, that would be fine. However, this is not going to get
better with time unless someone spells out what has to be done with the accumulating piles of
junk. I am hoping that you have the authority and jurisdiction to address this matter with Shirley
Speer.

Please let me know if the borough is able to address this with Shirley and share with me what can
be done to rectify the situation. Thank you for reviewing my concerns and I look forward to your
feedback.

The attorney
recommended a 30-day notice be given to Ms. Speer. The notice/letter should come from the staff person
assigned to the commission or if not staff, then the administrator, with a cc to the planning commission.

It was suggested that the mayor, who has spoken with the
attorney, may be the best person to pose questions to Ms. Speer.

The correspondence from the attorney was in an email, which the commission would like to be able to review.
The mayor suggested he could request a more full-blown write-up from the attorney regarding this issue. The
intent of the invitation to Ms. Speer is to clarify the easement issue, whether or not there is trespass, and what
steps Ms. Speer needs to take to resolve the issue; ultimately this will be a lesson learned for future granting of
easements across borough land. The administration will request the final as-built survey for the entire right-of-
way. The attorney stated that each affected landowner will need to deal with the “junk” or items left on their
property. The main issue is the as-built; Ms. Speer needs to explain why the commission should not revoke the
preliminary approval for the easement due to the applicant not complying with the terms and conditions of the
resolution.

The mayor agreed to share the attorney’s correspondence via email with the commissioners. It was noted that
the correspondence is deemed confidential and should not be forwarded or shared with others.
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In discussion with the planner, Ms. Speer indicated willingness to come in and talk about the issue and
indicated she was working on getting an as-built survey done.

Please allow me to provide a review of the Denali Borough’s consideration of the above resolution. It is
my hope that this correspondence will result in a more clear understanding of where we are with regard
to this issue, how we got here, and how we might go forward in a productive manner.

First, my apologies that this is the first letter you have received. In late January 2015, | had intentions of
sending you a letter inviting you to come to a Planning Commission meeting to discuss the easement
and the resolution. About that time, you came into the borough office. When you came to the office, we
discussed the Planning Commission’s desire to discuss with you the status of the easement, including
progress toward the required as-built survey and your efforts to clean up the “stuff” along the route.
You agreed to attend the March 17, 2015 Planning Commission meeting.

By way of additional background, in June 2014, the Alaska Department of Natural Resources informed
the Denali Borough that a complaint had been filed regarding trail location, trail damage, and an
accumulation of “stuff” along the easement. Subsequently, we were contacted directly by the affected
property owner, who reiterated his complaint and requested action on the part of the borough. The
borough planner, Marsha Lambert, conducted a preliminary field investigation by walking the route.
During that site visit, you conversed with Ms. Lambert and it was my understanding that you took that
opportunity to describe your plans to remove a majority of the “stuff.”

This complaint was considered by the Denali Borough Planning Commission at their July 15, 2014
meeting. Consideration of the complaint prompted a review of Resolution PC 09-06, which generated
further questions of compliance. The resolution passed in 2009 included a requirement of a final as-built
survey plat to be submitted “within two years of the easement being established.” For a few months,
the Commission deliberated possible interpretations of the resolution. At their January 20, 2015
meeting, these deliberations resulted in the planning commission suggesting that | invite you to a future
meeting; which | did, verbally, within the following two weeks.





The Denali Borough Planning Commission appreciated your appearance at the March meeting when you
informed them that a majority of the “stuff” had been removed from the proposed easement and that
you had plans to complete the as-built survey this summer. The Commission asked that you please keep
them informed of your progress.

At this time it is worthy of noting that a number of additional questions arose based on the input you
provided at the March 17 and April 21* Planning Commission meetings. You stated that a portion of
the proposed easement may not be dedicated to a public use and that the final easement may not
follow the route described in the resolution. Because these questions can only properly be addressed
when an as-built survey plat is delivered, the delivery of the plat at the earliest possible date is essential.
Once that as-built survey is submitted, you may well have to address additional questions it may raise as
the proposed final easement is addressed by the Borough Planning Commission.

The borough recognizes the considerable effort put into this access-providing project and we remain
hopeful that this public regulatory process will yield a result satisfactory to all. However, since quite a
number of years have passed since the initial resolution was issued, the Borough Planning Commission is
desirous of bringing this matter to conclusion and, as such, is looking forward to getting your as-built
survey by the end of this summer.

Mayor Clay Walker reported on the following:

A letter was sent to Ms. Shirley Speer regarding Planning Commission Resolution 09-06. No
communication from Ms. Speer has been received since the April Planning Commission

meeting.

SB 100 has been updated and now includes payment in lieu of taxes, PILT, language that
provides an avenue of compensation for borough lands utilized for a natural gas pipeline.

Representatives for the Alaska Natural Gas Pipeline are hosting local meetings to provide
general information regarding the Natural Gas Pipeline project, process and the environmental
impact statement.

The Assembly passed a resolution to support the planning efforts towards developing a Healy
Transfer Station.

The Assembly also supported the Agnew Beck Consulting proposal to assist the commission
with planning efforts.

The Department of Natural Resources had a representative at the May assembly meeting
discussing land management and generally allowed uses on state lands, including commercial
use permits. The borough could add generally allowed uses and commercial permitting on
borough lands to our code.

Mayor Walker is considering August 30, 2015 for the annual borough tour of Denali National
Park.

Borough Planner
Denali Borough Planner Marsha Lambert reported that she had attended a recent Alaska

Natural Gas conference that reviewed the route for the proposed natural gas pipeline. The
pipeline will be in ground for most of the route. The routing process for certain areas in our
borough is still yet to be determined including the canyon between Healy and Denali National
Park. Additional workshops and conferences will be scheduled as the project progresses.

Sid MICHAELS asked if there was a projected date for construction and completion. Ms.
Lambert reported that the current timeline looks at construction beginning in 2020 and
utilization by 2026.

There was no communication or appearances.

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attending a Municipal Advisory Gasline Board meeting in Fairbanks on Sept 23. The assembly
has asked Mayor Walker to provide comments on proposed Denali National Park entrance
area trail improvements.

Mayor Walker provided an update on the Alaska Railroad lease process and possible
costs for the Milepost 2.2 Healy Spur Road location. The commission discussed which survey
questions might be most valuable, recognizing that other factors will also need to be
considered before a final location decision is made, such as development and management
costs. The commission discussed the possibility of sending out a survey without the location
sites since so much information is still unknown for some of the sites. By unanimous consent
the commission requested that the Healy Transfer Station Location and Draft Community
Survey remain on the agenda for the October meeting and asked that two versions of the
survey be available for review: one with the location information included and one with the
location information omitted.
